 An office fee of $25 will be charged for all refunds of unused tickets , which must be 

accompanied by a Veterinarian’s or Doctor’s certificate. 
 Tickets may not be shared between entrants. 
 Classes with less than 5 entries may be cancelled or combined.   
 There will be a $25 charge for all returned checks.

SHOW RULES (cont.) 
 Open classes with sufficient entries will be split Junior/Senior and two sets of awards will 

be given.  Riders are Senior if 14 or over and Junior if 13 and under. 
 Please clean up after your horse. 
 Please tie horses to your own trailer, or rent a stall for $35 per calendar day. 
 Classes highlighted in BOLD count towards Jr. and  Sr. Int./Adv. High Point awards. 
 Classes with * count towards Beginner Rider High Point Award (Only awarded to 

beginning riders.) 
 Only points for each rider’s top six classes will be counted toward High Point. 
 Each horse/rider combination may win a high point award in only one division. 
 Please park only on Spring Down property, not on Town Center property. 
 Please follow the signs for trailer parking/auto parking. 
 Autos follow signs for designated parking areas – please do not park in areas with “NO 
      PARKNG” signs.   Ask for directions from Spring Down staff when you arrive.
